Most Americans associate the month of November with 
Thanksgiving.  In American Baptist Churches, we also think of 
November as a time to express our thankfulness to God for his 
many gifts to us.  We do this as generous disciples by 
promising to return a portion of our financial resources to God 
through the ministry of our local churches.  In many churches, 
this giving is celebrated on “Stewardship Sunday,” usually the 
second Sunday of the month. 
 
As disciples 
of Jesus, we are aware that everything comes to us as a 
gracious provision of God’s love.  Every moment of each day 
and every breath we take is granted to us by God, and we are 
called to be stewards (or careful and wise managers) of all – 
including the time we have to live on this earth.

• Are there simple steps you can take to reduce your 
consumption of resources, or the purchase of 
unnecessary items?
